But

international trade controlled the price of the exports from

these small-scale farmers, and a reasonable and just income

could not be guaranteed. I came to understand that when

the environment is destroyed, plundered or mismanaged,

we undermine the quality of our life and that of future

generations.

Tree planting became a natural choice to address some

of the initial basic needs identified by women. Also, tree

planting is simple, attainable and guarantees quick, successful

results within a reasonable amount of time. This sustains
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interest and commitment. Together, we have planted over

30 million trees that provide fuel, food, shelter, and income

to support our children’s education and household needs.

The activity also creates employment and improves soil and

watersheds.

Initially, the work was difficult because they were

unaware that a degraded environment leads to a scramble

for scarce resources and may culminate in poverty and even

conflict. They were also unaware of the injustices of

international economic arrangements. Later, they became

aware of the widespread destruction of the ecosystems,

especially through deforestation, climatic instability and

contamination of the soil and waters - all contributed to

excruciating poverty and subsequent riots.
